



















“When The Tofel Item Is Mezonot”












































































(1) if the tofel item is mezonot, do you make a separate bracha on it?

(2) what if the mezonot item is not used in a significant way – do you still make a bracha on it?

(3) if rice is the tofel item, does it receive a separate bracha?

Group C





Normally, you do not make a separate bracha on a food item that is tofel. But if the tofel item is mezonot, you must make a bracha on both the ikar (non-mezonot) and tofel (mezonot).





However, if the mezonot item is not used in a significant way (to give taste, for example), then you treat it like a normal tofel item and do not make a bracha on it. An example would be an ice cream cone that is eaten only to keep your hands from getting sticky with ice cream – you don’t make a bracha on it, unless you’re actually eating the cone for enjoyment as well.





Another exception is rice: If it is the tofel item, you do not make a bracha on it.
