“SPECIFIC INTENT”

In order for one bracha to “cover” other foods, you must have “specific intent” – that is, you must specifically want this bracha to apply to other foods. Usually, this means that you say, “I want this bracha to extend to other foods – not just the one I’m about to eat.”

You are still considered to have “specific intent,” however, even if you didn’t state this clearly. So long as you had in mind to eat other foods using this original bracha, the bracha can be used to “cover” those foods as well.

Case:

Johnny recites “ha-etz” and eats an apple. He then wants to eat an orange. 

(a) Does Johnny show “specific intent” in this case?
(b) Can Johnny eat the orange without making a  new bracha?
