“TIME IS OF THE ESSENCE”
Whether or not you can use one bracha to “cover” other foods depends on time. If 30 minutes has gone by since the time you made the original bracha, this bracha has “expired” and can no longer be used for other foods.
Some commentators believe that you have 72 minutes from the time the original bracha is said to “cover” other foods. But everyone agrees that once 72 minutes has passed, you must recite a new bracha for any other foods that are eaten.

Case:

Johnny recites “mezonot” and eats a cookie at 10:00 AM. He then wants to eat crackers at 11:00 AM. 

(a) Can Johnny use the bracha of the cookie for the crackers? Is this le-chatchilah (ideal) or b’dieved (not ideal but still OK)?
